DOVBUSH ROCKS

CHARACTERISTICS

OF THE ROCK AREA

Bubnishchankiye rocks or Dovbush rocks
are located in submountain region of the Car-
pathian Mountains, 15 km west from city Bo-
lekhov, Ivano-Frankovsk region, at Sokolinaya
Gora.

According to geologists, these formations
have appeared more than 50 million years
ago due to the layering of sand, pebbles and
sedimentary rocks. Here was one of the most
ancient sites in Europe, as evidenced by the
discovery of silicon tools of Stone Age. The ap-
pearance of a petroglyph of a lion (Sector “The
main solid wood”), one of the ancient totems,
and later a symbol and emblem of Galician
principality is associated with this period.

In times of Kingdom of Galicia-Volhynia in
the territory there was Salt (“the Silk Road”)
trade route through the Carpathian Mountains
to European countries. During this period one
of the outposts of the Carpathian region - a
fort, which consisted of a natural rock forma-
tions and artificial structures, has been built
here. Cliffs of height 30-40 meters formed the
walls of the yard that was secured by a graff
and embanked.

In the sector of the main solid wood there
are niche-caves. Near the first of them there
was a two-storeyed building that served as mi-
litary barrack. There also was an entrance tow-
er, gate and a flying bridge. In the cave - gorge
there is a cross embossed in stone (XII-XVI cen-
turies). In the gorge it is always cool, and it was
convenient for storing provisions. Other caves
served as stables for horses and sheep barns.
There was also a cave with a stone arch and a
well with depth of 4-5 meters, which served as
a reservoir for rainwater. Nearby there are are-
as with stunning views for the valley of rivers
Stryi and Beskidy. According to some reports,
Olexa Dovbush has been here, that was reflect-
ed later in the names of these places.

200 years ago Bubnishchankiye rocks were
the area for rest and tourism. And today - it’s
a great place for art plein-airs and climbing
competition.

TRANSPORT

You can get from Lvov to Dovbush rocks by
public transport: by train or bus or drive to Stryi
or Morshyn, and then by bus or by taxi to city
Bolekhiv, and then to village Bubnishche.

Travelling by car you must follow the direc-
tion of Stryi-Bolekhov. There are two variants:
in Bolekhov you have to turn to village Tysov,
and having passed it, you will find yourself at
the beginning of the village Bubnishche. Here
is the checkpoint to the territory of wildlife
sanctuary. The entrance in the car is paid-for
(the road from Bolekhov to the rocks is in bad
condition).

The second variant: from Stryi you must
reach village Nizhneye Sinevidnoye, right after
this village, not reaching village Verkhneye Si-
nevidnoye you must turn to village Tishivnitsa,
go to village Trukhanov, which rests on a road
dead end (you can leave the car here).

It will take you 30 minutes on foot to get to
Dovbush rocks from village Trukhanov.

ACCOMMODATION AND MEALS

In the territory of the rocks it is allowed to
put up tents and make bonfires. It is also possible
to live in the hostel (it's not designed for accom-
modation of sportsmen and the availability is not
guaranteed). It is better to bring food with you,
and water for cooking can be taken in the springs.
In local bistros you can try national dishes.

SPECIFIC FEATURES

OF THE CLIMBING AREA

Climbing season on the Dovbush rocks
starts from early March and lasts till late No-
vember. Rocks are situated in the woods, mak-
ing summer trainings comfortable.

The stones have the form of individual
columns of height of 10-50 m and consist of
sandstone. It should be noted that there is the
risk of rocks surface fracture, especially in wet
weather due to softening of sandstone.

After prolonged rains routes are unsuitable
for climbing.
